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Bell ringing is only the half of it. Another 4,500
volunteers helped The Salvation Army with other activities
such as serving Christmas meals to the hungry, wrapping
qifts, visiting the elderly at nursing homes and helping
families pick out gifts at Salvation Army toy shops.

One couple spent 40 hours straightening bills at Garda
Inc., the cash logistics company The Salvation Army uses
to count kettle donations. They were among 14 volunteers
per day who spent three hours making sure all those
George Washingtons, Abraham Lincolns and — God
willing — Benjamin Franklins faced the same direction
before being counted. “The couple was so committed to
this project and being part of The Salvation Army, they
came in to straighten bills on their 6oth wedding
anniversary,” said Tom McKee, Salvation Army volunteer
services director.

About 2,000 volunteers helped at toy shops, which served
11,750 families, or 31,000 children. In addition to the fun
part of toy shop — helping families “shop” for toys — the
volunteers also performed registration and data entry,
the front-end work that makes toys shops possible.

As one Salvation Army social worker explained, no task
related to toy shop is unimportant: One lady that |
talked to at the Minneapolis toy shop helped me to
remember that we really make a difference. She started
crying and expressed to me how thankful she was for

our services. She said her four children - all under 7
years old - would not have believed in Christmas after
this year if it wasn’t for our program. She was
overwhelmed and so incredibly thankful. It really hit me
that without toy shop, she would not have been able to
provide toys for her young children. Hearing this
woman’s story made all the long days put in by our
staff and volunteers worth every second.

The Twin Cities Salvation Army sincerely appreciates
every volunteer who gave their time during the 2010
Christmas season.

“Our volunteers are a blessing,” Leedom said. “Our
ability to serve was 100 percent dependent on their
generous gift of time. Through their efforts, the love of
Christ became tangible to thousands of people who do
not know Him.” @
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The Twin Cities Salvation Army raised i
$n.2 million during the 2010 Christmas season.

Donations made at 400 Twin Cities kettle sites reached nearly
$3.2 million.

Kettles at local Cub Foods stores alone raised $950,000. In
addition, after The Salvation Army lost $130,000 in kettle

donations due to the Dec. 11 blizzard, Cub Foods added to all
its radio advertising a message about giving to The Salvation
Army. Since 2007, the Twin Cities Salvation Army has raised
about 30 percent of its kettle income at Cub Foods stores.

Ninety-seven $20 checks mysteriously popped up in kettles
across the Twin Cities. Tums out the checks were from
employees of New Hope-based Liberty Diversified

ional. The portfolio company gave 1,400
of its workers a $20 check to give to whatever charity they
wanted.

About 4,500 Salvation Army volunteers — excluding bell
ringers — gave their time during Christmas 2o10. Thousands of
bell ringers gave 16,000 hours of their time Nov. 1i—Dec. 24.
